A full-time position as Chaplain is available at Waikato Hospital in Hamilton. Patients come from the Coromandel to Port Waikato, Taranaki and Bay of Plenty. The task is to spiritually support patients and their family. The successful applicant will be a priest of the Christian faith, fluent in the Maori language, knowledgeable and able to participate in customary Maori activities and rituals.

Applicants should have completed a degree or equivalent qualification in theology or ministry; ideally they should have completed a minimum of one Clinical Pastoral Education (CPE) course or Manaaki Hauora Training and must have at least 3 years’ experience in hospital chaplaincy, in charge of a parish or other relevant ministry positions. The position is being offered on the basis of a 5 year term initially.
The ability to provide spiritual, emotional and pastoral care to people with a range of health needs and from a variety of cultural and religious backgrounds, and to participate in a multi-disciplinary health care team, consistent with the principles of the Treaty of Waitangi, is essential.

The successful applicant will become a member of a busy chaplaincy team with three ecumenical chaplains and two Roman Catholic chaplains. The Chaplains provide Christian ministry, spiritual and emotional support and pastoral care to patients, families and staff. They also share in training, supervising and leading a group of voluntary Chaplaincy Assistants and take a turn on the after-hours emergency call-out and English language worship service rosters. A good team player is absolutely essential.
An appointee who is not already an accredited Healthcare Chaplain will be required to work towards obtaining accreditation. Chaplains are required to become fully accredited within 5 years of appointment.
