Chaplaincy in Waikato Hospital and Waikato DHB 

The Waikato District Health Board

Waikato Hospital is part of Health Waikato, the provider arm of the Waikato District Health Board, which provides a network of integrated hospital and community based health services to a population of 373,200.
Waikato Hospital is a 600 bed regional base hospital. Through Waikato Hospital, specialist diagnostic treatment services are offered to the whole of the Midland region - a population of 850,000 - and beyond.


Waikato Hospital strives to be a caring and progressive tertiary hospital providing first class specialty services responsive to the health needs of the people of the Waikato and Midland region. 

As part of this specialty service, education and experience is provided for medical, nursing and allied health staff. 
Research and Teaching

The Waikato DHB is establishing its reputation as a centre of excellence for teaching and research. Bolstering this reputation is a world class research library and clinical skills training centre, which offers health professionals superior facilities for ongoing education and research. 

Chaplaincy Services

The Waikato Ecumenical Hospital Chaplaincy Committee, the Local Support Provider for ICHC is made up of hospital and denominational representatives, and exercises oversight and management of the Chaplaincy Service. It meets with the chaplains regularly. The committee receives reports from the chaplains, who offer pastoral care, ministry, supervision and training within the DHB. As well as a full-time Maori Chaplain there are three Ecumenical Chaplains and two Roman Catholic Chaplains. There is also a large team of Voluntary Chaplaincy Assistants. There is a requirement that each chaplain will take their turn on the ‘on-call’ after hours roster, and respond to urgent calls from any of the Waikato Hospital services.
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
